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COVID-19 UPDATE

At its regular monthly meeting on Sunday, March 21, the Session discussed again the possibility of
returning to in-person worship. Taking into consideration the growing number of vaccinated people in
Stanly County, the recommendations by the CDC, the recent executive order by the governor, and our
ability to adjust, the Session decided to resume in-person worship on Sunday, April 18.

Out of a desire to continue to keep all members of our community safe, there are a few guidelines we
will need to follow that will allow us to meet in person.

« We will limit the number of worshippers to 50 people each Sunday morning to ensure that we can
maintain safe social distance. People may call-in beginning at 12:00 noon the Monday before
Sunday to register for worship in the week leading up to Sunday.

Masks and social distancing (within family groups) will be required for all worshippers for the
duration of worship.

Worshippers will be asked to enter and exit through the North Street door and to avoid gathering in
groups before or after worship.

Seating will be staggered, and ushers will help worshippers locate their seats.

In addition to these guidelines, worship will look different. There will be no hymn singing, we will
limit contact points, and worship will not last as long. We will also continue to offer online worship for
those who do not feel comfortable returning or who are unable to. The worship service will be livestreamed
at 11:00 on Sunday mornings.

As we begin this process, we recognize that we will have much to learn. We ask you to be patient and
gracious with this process. We hope to create a safe, inclusive space for all people to worship God, and
you can help us do this by following these guidelines.
